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The National Emergency Response Mechanism for Unaccompanied Minors
(UAM) in precarious living conditions launched the telephone line in April
2021. Until today, the Mechanism received 12.450 calls, which concern
9.121 different cases of (UAMs), out of which 7.560 concern
accommodation requests, 905 legal aid, and 652 other types of assistance.
Since 02.03.2022, the line has received referrals for 4 unaccompanied*, 10
